Time Requirements: 7 month commitment (May-November; 2-3 hours per month; more hours required closer to Walk Day; must be available to assist with set up and tear down on Walk Day)


Key responsibilities: Work with JDRF staff to plan and execute the Walk to Cure Diabetes.  Responsibilities will include planning the Walk site and route, creating a security, parking traffic plan, assisting with event set-up and tear down, and providing fun, new ideas to ensure that all aspects of Walk Day run smoothly and guests have a fun and safe Walk Day experience. 


Responsibilities:

· Serve as a point of contact for vendors in the absence of JDRF staff

· Anticipate traffic and parking needs and create a parking overflow plan of action.

· Serve as a troubleshooter on Walk Day and work with JDRF staff and vendors to fill in any gaps

· Trains and oversees volunteers who assist with set up or who are stationed on the Walk Route.
